There are no reloads and the distance the course is shot is 200 yards on the SR1 target your deer or elk rifle or a military style rifle such as an AR15, M-1 Garand, Springfield 03 or any other number of rifles works out very well.

Personal Protection Classes

We are still offering the NRA Personal Protection in the Home Class on Monday evenings at 7:00 PM at the Shotgun Clubhouse in Ontario.  This class fulfills one of the requirements for obtaining a concealed carry Permit in Oregon or Idaho.

The class consists of twelve hours of instruction with roughly half of the time devoted to live firing and the other half dedicated to lecture and training films.  Cost of the class if $75.00 for non SRS members and $65.00 for SRS members.  We provide texts, handguns if needed in caliber 22 long rifle and 38 Special, eye and hearing protection and one box of 38 Special ammunition.  You provide about six boxes of 22 long rifle ammunition.  You can use your own handguns if you have a double action 22 revolver or a 38 Special double action revolver that is in good working order.   If you are an experienced hand gunner you can use your own 22 caliber semi automatic pistol or a center fire semi automatic pistol.  If you want to use your own center fire semi automatic pistol you will have to supply your own ammunition.
If you have very little or no experience with handguns it isn't a problem as we start at the very beginning of handgun marksmanship and safe gun handling and we run a pretty laid back class, i.e. a no stress learning enviorment.  We do enforce handgun safety procedures but will explain everything you need to know about that the first night.  If we have any inexperienced students or students with very little handgun experience we always start with air pistols which have absolutely no recoil and make very little noise on firing.   We then proceed to 22 long rifle and finally to center fire pistols.

I generally like to have at least three students in a class and generally we do  the course with four two hour sessions at the Shotgun Clubhouse in Ontario and two four or five hour live firing sessions at the Vale range which we usually do on weekends.

I am somewhat flexible as to the scheduling of the classes but generally it follows the outlined format.
