NSSA rules apply for dead and lost targets on part 1 and NSCA for part 4.  ATA rules for dead and lost targets apply for parts 2 and 3.  Malfunctions rules are same as NSSA, NSCA and ATA rules.

Note: Lewis Purse Pays 100% In case of tie, all Class purses will be evenly split except the event top score will shoot off. Pay off is 1 in 6.

Shoot-Offs: Shoot offs will be conducted after all parts have concluded.

Ammunition: Reloads that meet PITA, ATA, NSCA and NSSA standards are permitted. Winchester, Remington and Federal factory loads are available at posted prices.  Shells with shot larger than 7 1/2 or more than 1 1/8 oz of shot will not be permitted.  If you want your empties catch them, no one will be allowed pick up empties.  .
